As CEO, Mr. Terry is responsible for Granite State Independent Living’s advocacy, grant and service activities to assure independent living and self sufficiency for persons with disabilities in New Hampshire.  Prior to this position, Mr. Terry was the Executive Director of the New Hampshire Developmental Disabilities Council.  In this role he authored state and federal legislation on issues impacting the lives of persons with disabilities.  Issues he has been active with include: HMO reform, Medicaid reform, employment assistance, civil rights enforcement and other issues.  Mr. Terry also spearheaded a national coalition of disability organizations on election reform and election accessibility for persons with disabilities. He is the co-author of the 2001 publication Voters Denied Equal Access at the Polls; A Status Report of the Accessibility of Polling Places in the United States. 

He received his law degree from the Franklin Pierce Law Center in 1985. In the early 1980’s, Mr. Terry was responsible for the creation and implementation of the Low Income Energy Assistance Program in New Hampshire. He has been a long time advocate for the interest of low-income individuals, consumers, and seniors since 1974.
